Starting July 3rd, passengers boarding The Loop shuttle in downtown Portsmouth 
can receive free tokens for discounts at participating Olde Towne restaurants, 
museums and gift shops.

Boaters docked at the downtown marina can also use The Loop for grocery 
shopping while residents can ride it to restaurants in Olde Towne or to catch the 
HRT Paddlewheel Ferry to Norfolk.
